 Deborah Barrett Price, violist, 
is a graduate of Baldwin-Wallace 
College Conservatory and holds 
Master of Music and Master of 
Arts degrees from The Ohio State 
University. In recognition of her 
work as the Founder and Artistic 
Director of the Chamber Music 
Connection she was named the 
Columbus Symphony Orchestra 

Community Educator of the Year (2004). In addition to performing as 
the principal violist of the Columbus Bach Ensemble for several years, 
Ms. Price is on the violin & viola faculty of Denison University, and the 
Cleveland Institute of Music where she served as co-conductor of Youth 
String Camerata for 11 years. She serves on the faculty of ASTA/OSU 
Midwest String Teachers conference and is coordinator of Chamber 
Music for the Suzuki Program Summer Institute, as well as maintains a 
private studio for viola and violin students. Debbie is a frequent guest 
for chamber music clinics and orchestra festivals. She has been pre-
sented in state and national music conferences including ASTA,  
MENC,  MTNA, NYSSMA, OMEA and OSTA. She serves as chair of 
Education and Outreach on the board of Chamber Music Columbus as 
well as on the national board for the American Viola Society. Articles in 
regard to her teaching have been published in national journals including 
American String Teacher, where she serves as the chamber music forum 
editor, Keyboard Companion, and American Music Teacher.

The Chamber Music Connection 
The purpose of The Chamber Music Connection is to provide 
chamber music education for music students of all ages (includ-
ing adults) and abilities, from the earliest levels of proficiency to 
the most advanced. 

Open to all string, wind, and piano students, participants are 
afforded the opportunity to hear, see, and work with world-class 
chamber music ensembles in concerts, master classes, and work-
shops. Programs are primarily geared to the study of string 
chamber music repertoire, but they also include collaboration of 
strings with winds and piano. 

Based on their prior experience in chamber music and their age 
and skill level, participants are placed in groups of three, four, 
and five, allowing for an intimate learning experience. One 
player on a part encourages individual growth in both musical 
abilities and reading.

¥ Two semesters of Friday after-school ensemble coaching 

sessions for students of all ages and abilities.

¥ Students will be assigned to one of two ensemble coaching 
sessions: Session I 4:00 Ð 6:30PM OR Session II 5:30 Ð 
7:45PM, including chamber orchestra. 

¥ Students will study with professional faculty coaching teams 
as well as with guest artists in a masterclass or workshop 

¥ Through a collaboration with Chamber Music Columbus, 
select student ensembles may participate in masterclasses and 
Conservatory Series performances with the Ying Quartet 
(Oct. 16) and Jupiter String Quartet (Nov. 6).  

¥ Students will be assigned to one of several chamber orches-
tras, 5:30 Ð 6:30PM 

¥ Students may have multiple performance opportunities: Com-
munity public service and end-of-semester recitals are open to 
all students. Advanced students may apply for the CMC Gig 
Program. 

¥ Additional Educational Programs: CMC Fellowship Program  

¥ Conservatory Series concerts featuring advanced CMC stu-
dents, alumni and professional artists 

¥ Collaboration with Chamber Music Columbus: limited num-
ber of free and discounted tickets available to CMC students 
& families; Pre-concert performances by select CMC ensem-
bles; and Needs-based tuition scholarships for eligible stu-
dents

All  educational activities will be held on the campus of St. 
JohnÕs Episcopal Church, located at 700 High Street in down-
town Old Worthington, at the intersection of Rt. 23 and Rt. 161. 

Finale Concert Schedule 
Each semester will conclude with a special final weekend of 
rehearsals, masterclasses, and fun. In addition to Friday ses-
sions, ensembles will participate in masterclass and/or rehearsal 
activities Saturday, Nov 14 &March 1 3 morning and after noon.

Chamber Music Competitions 
Honors CMC groups may consider participating in chamber 
music competitions at the state and national level. The OSTA 
and Chicago Chamber Music Competitions, St Paul String Quar-
tet Competition, and the Fischoff National Chamber Music 
Competition will be held this school year. Competitions require 
additional rehearsal and coaching sessions, audition videotaping 
and participation fees. For more information, consult the Artistic 
Director. Details for registration and tuition will be made avail-
able in fall. 

Enrollment, Tuition, Acceptance into Program 
Student Tuition is $325.00 for each semester, or $625.00 for the 
combined fall & winter semesters.  

To participate, registration must be received by August 14, 
2009, for the fall semester, or November 20, 2009, for the win-
ter semester. Your registration is incomplete unless accompa-
nied by tuition. Students will not be assigned to an ensemble 
without receipt of tuition. 

Enrollment is limited. The Artistic Director will consider stu-
dents for acceptance into the program in the order their com-
pleted registrations are received. Registrations postmarked after 
deadline dates require approval by the Artistic Director and a 
$30 Late Fee. Late registrations without Artistic Director ap-
proval may be returned.

Coordinated and Directed by Bradley Sowash, this unique pro-
gram includes group jam sessions, musicianship skills class & 
combo sessions, and is open to intermediate thru advanced mu-
sicians playing melody instruments (strings, woodwinds, brass), 
piano, percussion, bass, and guitar. Participants will be taken 
through accessible steps encouraging their creativity to impro-
vise with ease.  Sessions are scheduled Mondays, Sept. 14 Ð 
Nov. 2, 2009 from 7:00 Ð 8:30PM, with the final concert on No-
vember 2, at 7:30PM.  Winter sessions will be held January 18, Ð 
March 8, 2010 with the Final concert on March 8 at 7:30PM. For 
more information, see www.cmconnection.org.
