The Chamber Music Connection
Founded in 1992, the purpose of The Chamber Music Connec-
tion is to provide chamber music education for music students of
all ages (including adults) and abilities, from the earliest levels
of proficiency to the most advanced.

Open to all string, wind, and piano students, participants are
afforded the opportunity to hear, see, and work with world-class
chamber music ensembles in concerts, master classes, and work-
shops. Programs are primarily geared to the study of string
chamber music repertoire, but they also include collaboration of
strings with winds and piano.

Based on their prior experience in chamber music and their age
and skill level, participants are placed in groups of three, four,
and five, allowing for an intimate learning experience. One
player on a part encourages individual growth in both musical
abilities and reading.

General Program Highlights
x Two semesters of Friday after-school ensemble coaching
sessions for students of all ages and abilities.
Fall Semester September 10 — November 6, 2010
Winter Semester January 7 — March 5, 2011

x Students will be assigned to one of two ensemble coaching
sessions: Session | 4:00 — 6:30pm OR Session 11 5:30 —
7:45pwm, including chamber orchestra.

x Students will study with professional faculty coaching teams
as well as with guest artists in a masterclass or workshop

x Through collaboration with Chamber Music Columbus
select CMC student ensembles may participate in master-
classes and Conservatory Series performances with
CMColumbus concert artists. In addition, CMColumbus pro-
vides CMC students and families with a limited number of
free and discounted tickets to their series; features CMC en-
sembles for pre-concert performances and provides needs-
based CMC tuition scholarships for eligible students.

x Students may have multiple performance opportunities: Com-
munity public service and end-of-semester recitals are open to
all students. Advanced students may apply for the CMC Gig
Program and participation in the Conservatory Series.

x Additional Educational Programs: Adult Chamber Music
Program, Jazz Combos, CMC Fellowship Program, 2
NAMP, Conservatory Series, and new this year, Opera Scenes

x Conservatory Series concerts featuring advanced CMC stu-
dents, alumni and professional artists will be scheduled
throughout the season.

John’s Episcopal Church, located at 700 High Street in down-
town Old Worthington, at the intersection of Rt. 23 and Rt. 161.

Advanced CMC groups may consider participating in chamber
music competitions at the state and national level. The Chamber
Music Invitational and Chicago Chamber Music Competitions,
St Paul String Quartet Competition, and the Fischoff National
Chamber Music Competition are scheduled to be held this
school year. Competitions require additional rehearsal and
coaching sessions, audition videotaping and participation fees.

Enrollment, Tuition, Acceptance into Programs
Student Tuition for the general program is $330.00 for each
semester, or $630.00 for the combined fall & winter semesters.

The
Artistic Director will consider students for acceptance into the
program in the order their completed registrations are received.
Registrations postmarked after deadline dates require approval
by the Artistic Director and a $30 Late Fee. Late registrations
without Artistic Director approval may be returned. Your regis-
tration is incomplete unless accompanied by tuition. Students
will not be assigned to an ensemble without receipt of tuition.
